To enable this to happen we are organising a training course during February half term in 

conjunction with YouthBank UK.

The training course in “Developing Decision Making Skills” will be delivered on the first day, 15th February. On the 16th and 17th February the young people will apply their skills to assist LBM officers and voluntary sector representatives to make and agree decisions on funding allocations for Positive Activities for 2010 to 2011. 
Young People taking part in the 1 day training course and the 2 day decision making process for the PAF allocations will each receive an OCN Level 2 certificate in “Developing Decision Making Skills”, an attendance certificate and £100 for their organisation, enabling them to use their new skills with other young people to make decisions on how it will be spent to benefit their group, club, agency or project. 
There are 12 places available for young people aged from13 to 19 [24years] to take part with an allocation of a maximum of 2 places per organisation. 

Please note that the young people will have to commit to attending all 3days.
