	1. JYRS welcomed everyone to the meeting, and wished them a Happy New Year
2. Notes of Last Meeting and Action Point list (25thth Nov 2008)
 These were agreed with the following changes

Action Point – Replace status with ownership of cricket Memorial

08/11/4.1.3 – The planters referred to are the small ones by the clock 

08/11/4.2. To read the restoration must be done by a qualified restorer. 

3. Matters arising (Action point List)

Any points in the notes were covered by individual reports.

RH reviewed the  Action Points List (AP) The following have been done:

· The items “Photographs of dogs attacking trees” and “Bid for Awards for All” are both ongoing.

· Eric Montague has yet to be contacted regarding the Museum.

· JYRS no longer has the contact in TfL 
· Ideas for Open House Weekend - RH has forwarded suggestions to members.
· Lyn carpenter has now left the borough. Ged Lawrenson has also left. IM thought the conservation post would be absorbed into the existing establishment, though GS was under the impression that the post would be advertised. RH to write to council and to William Brierly. Sarah Thanbern is acting up for Lyn Carpenter. JYRS also asked that the John Innes society and the Wimbledon Society be contacted to put their weight behind a proposal that the Council reappoint personnel very quickly to the vacant posts.
· RH said that no one, apart from those on the original list had asked for JOS emails to be forwarded. JYRS asked if anyone else would like the emails from JOS. 
· Cllr GS has followed up the council’s potential input over of Cricket Memorial.  RH to contact Cemeteries over the hard landscaping and Parks over other areas when considering action over the memorial stone.
· RH circulated the details of the Mayor of London’s vote regarding Ravensbury Park 
4.1) Public Open Spaces (JB)
09/01/4.1.1 JB had attended a Wandle Forum meeting and also a meeting on the Wandle Valley initiative. She expressed a wish that consultants share their plans with local interest groups before publishing them as there were several comments and suggestions that could be made. JB said that Consultants and Officers need to see Conservation areas as economic centres as well as areas of interest. JB asked if there had been an analysis of the businesses in Mitcham. IM said that this had not been done for many years. She said that people involved in the Wandle Study had not seen the excellent relief model of the Wandle in the Industrial Museum.
09/01/4.1.2 There was a discussion regarding the various memorials within the Conservation area and their status. These included the Queen Victoria horse trough, the mile stone (listed), The war memorial, the clock tower (listed), and the memorial stone. JB said that she thought that the King George’s Avenue was in need of restoration. JYRS said that no one was sure about the history of the avenue.
09/01/4.1.3 The Canons are looking better after the intervention of FROC. It seems to have motivated the regular workers into more productivity. There is an inscription in the Car Park needs attention and ‘bringing out’.
4.2) Trees/FROC (JD).

09/01/4.2.1 Jan 30th is the final date for casting a vote for Ravensbury Park http://www.london.gov.uk/parksvote/region/southwest/ravensbury.jsp
09/01/4.2.2 The silver birches outside Tescos have disappeared. LH said that she had had original discussions with Lou Block and would follow it up.
09/01/4.2.3 There has been a considerable butchering of trees in Hall Place. An application has been submitted for the removal of the trees, but the action has been carried out already, even before the application has been heard. A letter requesting proper landscaping to be carried out with proper replanting of new trees. The tree works designated for the borough, contain works to be done in the Canons. However, there are fewer listings for Mitcham than other parts.
09/01/4.2.4 The concrete posts on Cricket Green has been completed, though one of the posts has already been knocked down. 
09/01/4.2.5 There had been fewer volunteers at the second meeting of FROC and only Tree wardens at the January meeting. Progress is being made. Areas around the new young trees so that mulch could be placed around. However, the mulch was not delivered on time. The pond is already showing signs of improvement due to the partial clearing of larger leaves and the recent rains. AH asked about the restocking of Fish as it might improve the pond. JD said that since there was no natural flow into or out of the pond, the presence of fish would increase the stagnation.
FROC (Friends of the Canons) meet on every third Sunday of the Month at 10.am at the Canons
4.3)  Fund Raising & Publicity. (AW)
There was no report.
4.4)  Planning applications - Buildings / Licensing / Trees. (J O’S)
09/01/4.4.1 JOS referred to the emails regarding the SITA site. RH said that no one else had asked for the additional emails. JYRS asked the meeting to let RH know if they wanted copies. IM said that objections should be in a soon as possible. There was some discussion as to the size of the development. JYRS said that permission has already been grated for a waste disposal facility on the site. Any objection must centre around its size. IM said that decision was ultimately for the Mayor of London. The developers believe that with some tinkering, they can change his initial objection. IM to send the Mayor’s report to RH for circulation.
09/01/4.4.2 The Church has requested a meeting re their planning application. MA to liaise with them and organise.
09/01/4.4.3 GS explained her objection to the Abinger House development – It would be retail on the bottom floor and flats above. It would leave a totally blank wall facing cars as they entered Mitcham.

09/01/4.4.4 IM raised the issue of Hall Place. The application would see a building twice the size, which contravenes the planning brief. Urged to write a letter objecting on both accounts.
4.5)  Mitcham Cricket Club. (GW)
09/01/4.3.1 It is still a quiet period at the moment – The club have been told that due to the economic crisis, some of their current sponsors will not be able to support them this year.
09/01/4.3.2 EP said that he was disappointed at the lack of players who attended the AGM.
4.6)  Mitcham Hall of Fame. (EP)
08/11/4.5.1 EP has had discussions with Ewan Green and has emailed Mike Maberly, but is still waiting a reply. He has plans to further the sorting and repairing of the old photographs with GW.
4.7)  Finance.  (JYRS)
08/11/4.6.1 The current account stands at £668.28. The deposit account stands at £2725.43. JYRS said that there would be three small donations being made, one to MVSC, one to MCC and the other to the Wimbledon Guild for their support.
08/11/4.6.2 It was agreed that the financial year for the charity will be altered to run from January 1st to December 31st. Therefore the next set of accounts will cover a ten month period from Mar 1st to Dec 31st 2008 to bring the organisation in line.
4.8)  Membership (JYRS)
08/11/4.8.1 The Hudspiths have renewed their annual membership and JB and RB have become Life Members. 
4.9.10&12)  Mitcham Centre Regeneration Proposals (LH), Cricket Green Transport Proposals (LH) Mitcham Society (LH/JM)
09/01/4.6.1 Three topics concerned the meeting. Mitcham gateways, SITA, and ASDA. BH has said that the signs for the gateways are ready and he will be in touch.
09/01/4.6.2 There was some concern over comments made by the MP, who is under the impression that most people in Mitcham would welcome a large retailer into the centre. MA has drafted a letter of concern to be sent to her. Comments were requested.
09/01/4.6.3 Morrisons have bought the lease on the site owned by Somerfield.
09/01/4.6.4 JOS said that 2applications had been approved for signs in Park place, but the third one was still being considered. JM raised the issue of an illuminated sign, which had appeared in Mitcham Park IM said that it should have had planning permission.
 09/01/4.6.5 The date of the next meeting is 12 March 2009, when Chris    James has been invited.

09/01/8.1 GS was congratulated on the winning entry in the Mayors’ parade on New Year’s Day

JM said that fishermen were destroying traps allegedly laid by eastern Europeans to catch the fish for eating. MA said that they should take the traps to the Police as evidence.
