Stop and Search

Many changes have taken place in respect of Stop and Search, notably the changes resulting from the ruling of the European Court of Human Rights in respect of Section 44 of the Terrorism Act 2000.

The MPA, working in partnership with the MPS, is soon to review the work of borough Stop and Search Community Monitoring Networks (CMNs). Part of this process will involve a special meeting to discuss Stop and Search in general and what the new changes in legislation mean in practice. It is likely an initial meeting will be arranged before the date of the next MPA CMN meeting in September to start the review process. Race and Faith Inquiry

On 7 July 2010 the Mayor of London Boris Johnson has welcomed the publication of the Race and Faith report, which he commissioned to explore diversity issues within the MPS.  
The Inquiry explored the following 5 themes:

· Leadership and direction

· Communication and relationships

· Organisational development and learning

· Work force development (recruitment, retention, progression)

· Managing behaviour
