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MPA Link Officer’s briefing – March 2011

The purpose of this briefing is to update the MCPP on Metropolitan Police Authority (MPA) items of interest. 

STOP AND ACCOUNT - YOUR VIEWS MATTER

The Home Office has made a number of changes to stop and account in the Crime and Security Act 2010.  A stop and account is recorded when a police officer or Police Community Support Officer (PCSO) stops a person and asks them to explain why they are in a particular place, why they are carrying something or why they are behaving in a particular way.  When this happens the officer records the time, date and place where the stop happened and gives a copy of the record to the person stopped. The person stopped in this case does not need to give their name or address.
The Home Office changes mean that police services now have the option not to record details of the stops and accounts they carry out with the public, to save police time.

The Metropolitan Police Authority (MPA) and Metropolitan Police Service (MPS) want to know if you want police officers to continue recording stop and account.

We need to hear from as many people as possible, particularly from young people who are more likely to be asked to stop and account.

The changes do not affect the use of powers to stop and search under the Police and Criminal Evidence Act 1984, which will continue to be fully recorded as normal.

MPA SAFER NEIGHBOURHOODS SCRUTINY  

The MPA Safer Neighbourhoods scrutiny explored how Safer Neighbourhoods teams can best deliver their services, efficiently and effectively, to local communities.

Two key points have emerged from the scrutiny: 

· Safer Neighbourhoods policing has been a huge success for the MPS and has changed how Londoners relate to and perceive their local police; 
And

· That a wholesale revision to how Safer Neighbourhoods policing is delivered in wards is not required.

A majority of the participants in the scrutiny requested the flexibility for borough commanders, alongside local authority partners and residents, to devise a Safer Neighbourhoods response that best meets the needs of their boroughs, and found examples where boroughs have adopted variations to the fixed ward-based approach to better meet local need.

The MPA scrutiny recognised there is scope for change and efficiencies within the current model.  For example, on smaller wards it may be possible to streamline management of those teams, but any changes proposed would have to be clearly evidenced, and take full account of consultation with local communities.

The MPA fully supports the principle of a dedicated Safer Neighbourhoods presence for every ward in London and the funding allocated to Police Community Support Officers and Police Constables delivering Safer Neighbourhoods has been protected in the budget.

This is London 2012’s official site.  Do not buy a ticket from any unauthorised website or tout as you risk being scammed and not getting the ticket you wanted and paid for.

If you do not have access to internet, paper application forms can be obtained from any Lloyds TSB branch.
There are only three official providers for Games Breaks and Hospitality Packages in the UK.  No other websites or companies are authorised to sell tickets as part of a package.
